Overall, most Canadians and new immigrant Canadians alike believe that Canada provides immigrants with a good quality of life, but
there are some discrepancies between the opinions of Canadians and new Canadian immigrants; Canadians have a much more positive
outlook on Canada’s immigration policy compared to new Canadian immigrants who are more likely to believe that Canadians don’t
understand the challenges that immigrants face and feel the rising cost of living will make immigrants less likely to stay in Canada.
